As a result of the Tall Ships event 
we were contacted by a number of 
groups and organisations that 
work with young people with learn-
ing difficulties and Autism. 
On one evening we had over 50 
people arrive to try sailing/boating 
for the first time. Even so we still 
managed to get everyone who 
wanted to be on the water in one 
boat or another.
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Unfortunately weather is a big factor in 
the sailing calendar  but there is a
